Travel arrangements

Participants will need to make their own travel arrangements. We recommend you fly to Bologna Airport as this is the most convenient. We can arrange bus transfers from Bologna to Reggio Emilia. It is also possible to travel to Milan or Parma and travel from here by train to Reggio Emilia (we do not arrange transfares from Parma or Milan)

 We advise that you are in  Reggio Emilia by Sunday 14th April 2013 and return after Friday 19th April (6pm finish) 2013.  We intend to have a UK group welcome meeting on the Sunday morning. In the afternoon there is normally a guided tour around the town.
